GOLFING MATTERS

HANDICAPPING CHANGES

As at the 1st. April Four-ball scores, including mixed events, MUST be used for reduction in handicaps for individual players only if the following requirements are met.

· The pair have a score of at least 42 points or the equivalent.

· The individual players score appears at least nine times on the four-ball score card.

· A standard scoring system will be allocated to the holes that the player has not recorded their score on the four-ball score card.

COURSE CARE

A lot of effort has been undertaken by the many watering volunteers and the green staff to present the course in the best condition for years with good comments from many visitors and members alike.

However it is disappointing to have to raise the following points:

· Players not raking the bunkers after playing out or failing to use the rakes provided.
