Golf Link Handicap System

Golf link is the official and only handicap recognised by  the Club.

There are still a number of players playing off lower handicaps than they need to.  If you are not sure how to use the system then ask me or any member of the Match Committee.  We would be only too pleased to assist.

Remember there are also some members (and Presidents) that forget to put their member number on competition cards.

Preferred Lie Status
The Match Committee is looking into the use of a scientific method to collect and gauge data about grass coverage.

We are considering the use of a metre square grid randomly placed on the course and having the cover of grass measured. Rating samples with a measure from 1 to 10 and preferred lies implemented for example at an average of 3 or 4 (being 30% to 40% coverage).

This is under consideration to give a yardstick for assistance in relation to the decision process.
