Golf adds 5 years to your life!

It was recently reported in the Daily Telegraph that we have a legitimate excuse for playing golf. That is golf prolongs your life.  A study of some 300,000 golfers revealed that golfers are 40% less likely to die at any given age than those who do not play.

Golfers have a lower death rate regardless of sex, age and social group.

Maintaining a low handicap involves playing a lot, so it supports the idea that it is largely the game that is good for the health it was reported.

It is not absolutely necessary to include GGC’s number (2061100) on “home” cards, however it would be a significant help to include your full (golflink) number on away cards, particularly at those clubs that have access to golflink.

golflink.com.au remains your official (national) handicapping site.  You will need to put in your entire golflink number (ie 2061100NNN) to check your handicap. 

If you have a PC at home, why not log on to the site, then add it to your favourites and avoid that last-minute scramble each week to check your handicap.
