Golfing Committee.
* The "Golfing Committee" meets every second Tuesday at the Club at 5:30pm and addresses issues relative to the maintenance, care, improvements and outlay of the golf course. By definition, the golf course includes the field of play (for the majority of participants and therefore excludes the out-of-bounds regions (jokingly)), the gardens throughout the course and the clubhouse and carpark surrounds. Suggestions and comments are welcomed as long as they are constructive and not divisive, and can be presented in person or via the "suggestion box" located at the "golf-link" computer monitor outside the main office. Alternately the suggestions can be submitted to the men's or ladies match committees, the junior golf coordinator (who for the records is Craig Marshall) the club professional or the club manager. Although not essential, suggestions would preferably be accompanied by the name of the proponent so that acknowledgement can be forwarded assuring the individual that there suggestion has been addressed and if appropriate, actioned.
 

* Volunteers are still being sought to assist with course watering. Require approximately one day per fortnight between 2:30pm and 6:00pm (approximate times) to facilitate better work rotation options. Interested people please contact David Potter - through the club manager.
 

* From the greens staff: please repair your pitch marks on the greens correctly. There is a correct procedure for fixing pitch marks, which doesn't include major earthworks. Even if you think you know how to repair your pitch marks correctly, check your method with you're fellow golfers to see how they repair their pitch marks. See who has correct protocol and who doesn't. Put the challenge out there, but don't feel bad if you're wrong because at least you're repairing your pitch marks! The bigger challenge is to ask those that don't fix their pitch marks how they fix their pitch marks, and see if they have correct protocol. The bet is that they'll loose the challenge.
 

· Still from the greens staff: the soil used for filling buckets to repair divots cost approximately $1800.00 per load (approximately 3 tonnes). Please, please, please use the sand, but use it wisely. When filling divots try to avoid forming a mound out of the sand that sits higher than the surrounding surface level. The sand that is mounded above the surface level is excessive and is eventually lost to spreading by foot and machinery traffic. Please restrict divot sand to filling the divot and not creating mountainous terrains.

Rules For Thought & Consideration

The importance of putting an identification mark on your ball.

Rule 6-5: The responsibility for playing the proper ball rests with the player.  Each player should put an identification mark on his ball.  This recommendation, (best practice), is also covered in Rule 12-2.

Decision 12-2/1: In the area in which his ball presumably came to rest, a player finds a ball of the same brand, model and identification number as the ball he is playing.  The player assumes it is his ball, even though it does not carry an identification mark as suggested in Rule 12-2, and plays it.  Question, should the player be considered to have played a wrong ball?

Answer: No, unless (1) there is clear evidence that because of the ball’s condition, it is not the player’s ball or (2) subsequently it is established that another ball of the same brand, model and identification number was lying in the area at the time the player played and either ball, from a condition standpoint, could be the player’s ball.

The Match Committee has forwarded a description of the incident which occurred during the qualifying rounds of the Club Championships regards the above situation.

From The Handicapper

Just a reminder that players who play away from Goulburn should put their complete Golflink number on the competition cards at the clubs they play at. It will facilitate quick handicapping otherwise it can take a long time for results to be sent to Goulburn and then handicapped. The Golflink number( a ten digit number) begins with 2061100 and remaining three digits are your Goulburn membership number, if needed made up with a zero.
